Fire Procedure
We do regular fire procedures to ensure children are familiar with routine and will not panic in the event of a real fire.
When the fire alarm is set off, staff will collect up children and escort them off the premises via the fire exit to the meeting point which is at the front of the premises via the fire exit to the meeting point which is at the front of the Annex in the parking area.

In the event of a real fire the supervisor is responsible for contacting the Fire Services.  Should the fire be small and the use of the extinguishers be sufficient to put out the fire the children and staff still evacuate the building.  The supervisor is responsible for using the extinguishers and contacting the Fire Services to ensure the building is safe to enter again.

The supervisor will inspect the premises i.e. toilets etc and ensure nobody is left in the building and with the register, exit the building.

The register will be taken at the meeting point to ensure all are present.

Failure to have registration of all children/adults at the meeting point, may result in the supervisor returning to the building depending on the nature of the fire to find and evacuate the missing persons.  Should the situation be extremely dangerous we will wait for the Fire Services to arrive.
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
