EYFS Transition Policy

“Children may move between several different settings in the course of a day, a

week, a month or a year…Children's social, emotional and educational needs

are central to any transition between one setting and another or within one

setting… Some children and their parents will find transition times stressful

while others will enjoy the experience… Effective communication between

settings is key to ensuring that children's needs are met and there is continuity

in their learning.” (DFES - Early Years Foundation Stage)
At Lowson Street Pre-school we are committed:

• To ensure a smooth transition between settings, year groups and key

stages for parents, children and practitioners

• To ensure information is shared between different settings in terms of

children’s development, learning records and any other information

• To ensure parents, children and practitioners have adequate

information relating to transition

• To ensure the children begin their new setting
enthusiastic and ready for learning
• The Nursery teacher reads admission forms for children entering

Nursery and if necessary speaks to the child’s previous setting to

obtain further information about any special needs children.

• Previous settings are contacted to ask if any learning records can be shared.

• The children are invited to attend Nursery with parents for a

visit. Parents are given information about the Nursery during this

session.

Transition into Reception
 Observations from Nursery are passed to Reception when the Pre school Manager attends the annual transition meeting organised by Darlington Borough Council

We meet with practitioners from other settings should a child attend another setting.

We meet with childminders if a child is cared for by a childminder.
                 Transition into Nursery Setting
We invite nursery teacher to come into setting and pass on any relevant documentation
